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The board shall consider the basic program of the district each year, and if approved, the program shall constitute the basic curriculum of the district.  Handbooks outlining any course held in the district must be approved by the board in advance of the school year in which the courses are to become operative.  Said handbook, when approved, shall become a part of the policies and rules by reference.


Goals and Objectives

The district's goals and curricular objectives are on file in the district office and available for inspection as required by current law.


Drug Education


All the district's students shall be made aware of the legal, social and health consequences of drug and alcohol use.  Students shall be instructed on effective techniques for resisting peer pressure to use illicit drugs or alcohol.  Students shall also be informed that the use of illicit drugs and the unlawful possession and use of alcohol is both wrong and harmful.


The board has adopted a comprehensive drug and alcohol abuse and prevention program as part of the district's curriculum.  The curriculum is age-appropriate and developmentally based to reach students at all ages and levels of education within the district.


Any student who voluntarily seeks assistance, advice or counseling from school personnel regarding drugs and drug abuse will not be disciplined by school authorities.


Work-Study Programs


The board believes that work-study programs are worthwhile and encourages the certified staff and administration to cooperate with students and members of the business community who request to participate in such a program.  A maximum of two elective units of high school work-study credit for students will apply toward graduation unless otherwise determined as a part of a special education student's I.E.P.
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Homebound Instruction


It is the responsibility of the district to educate all school-age children who are located within the district.  Therefore, if a child is unable to attend school because of lengthy illness or other causes, the parents may request homebound instruction provided:

1)
Parents request homebound instruction from the superintendent or his representative;

2)
Application form is forwarded to the family physician for his recommendation and signature;

3)
Application is returned to the superintendent or his representative;

4)
The superintendent or his representative obtains a teacher for the student, and the director of special education files the necessary papers with the Division of Special Education, State Department of Education;

5)
The superintendent or his representative then notifies the principal of the building in regard to the status of the student and supplies him with the name of the homebound teacher;

6)
The principal then notifies the student's teachers and supplies the teachers with the student's status and the name of the homebound teacher; and

7)
The reentering of the student to regular classes discontinues the homebound instruction.  

Co-curricular Activities

The board encourages the development of co-curricular activities compatible with these policies.  Co-curricular activities shall be classified as required and non-required activities.  Required activities are defined as activities which generally affect the total school or building student population.  These include such activities as pep assemblies, class activities and activities directly associated with credit courses such as art, music, speech, drama, etc.  Non-required activities include athletics, pep bands, student government organizations, clubs and other activi​ties which are not directly related to courses for which credit is offered.  
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Student participating in either required or non-required activities are governed by the same rules of conduct associated with general enrollment in the school's basic program.  

Participation may also be governed by special rules and regulations specifically developed to regulate conduct in those activities.  Students participating in activities do so with the expectation that they will gov​ern their conduct in accordance with the general rules and regulations of the district as well as those special rules and regulation developed and approved to govern non-required activities.  In accordance with other policies and regula​tions of the district, failure by students to comply with these rules and regula​tions may result in administrative disciplinary action which may include tempo​rary or permanent removal from the activity.

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Co-curricular Activities



Required Co-curricular Activities

Any student who does not wish to participate in any required, school sponsored activity must file a written statement with the superintendent requesting that the student not be required to participate in the activity.  The written statement must be signed by one of the student's parents and must explain the reason(s) why the student should be exempt from participating in the activi​ty.  The superintendent or designated representative shall rule on the request.

Non-required Co-curricular Activities


The board of education recognizes that students who participate in non-required activities accept a special responsibility because they represent the school at the public level.  As a result, participation may be subject to special requirement which demonstrate specified minimum academic performance, sportsman like behavior and good citizenship above the basis requirement for participation in basic programs.  Generally, the greater the responsibility the higher will be the expectation.  Failing to meet these standards, students 
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may be required to forfeit the privilege of participation in addition to any other disci​plinary 

action which may be justified as a requirement for participation in the dis​trict's basic programs.  



Participation--High School Activities
Any high school student who participates in any extra-class or co-curricular activity, which shall include but not be limited to,

1)
athletics, music*, speech*, debate*, drama*, school spirit organization, class clubs or organizations;

2)
any student government body or leadership position such as student council or serves as a class officer or president of a student organization or associa​tion;

must meet the following:


1. Academic Requirements


Leadership Positions
An overall cumulative grade point average of 2.0 or better in all academic or credit course units when elected to lead​ership positions (student council officers, class officers, etc.);

General Participation (9-12)
Requirements for general participation in co-curricular  activities are:

a)
an overall grade point average of 1.0 or better during the grading period immediately preceding (3 week period), and

b)
a passing grade in at least 6 classes of unit weight or equivalent during the grading period immediately preceding (3 week period).
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Requirements for extra-curricular activities are:

a)
an overall grade point average of 1.0 or better during the grading period immediately preceding (3 week period), and

b)
a passing grade in at least 6 classes of unit weight or equivalent during the grading period immediately preceding (3 week period).

c)
eligibility will be determined on a revolving three week basis.

d)
students who fail to meet this standard will be considered academically ineligible for the next three weeks.

e)
nine-week grades will be used to determine eligibility for the first three weeks of the next nine weeks.

f)
Athletes who are academically eligible at the beginning of the three weeks eligibility period will maintain that eligibility until the first school day of the next nine week period.

(See Grade Point Calculation Section of This Regulation.)

2.
Enrollment


Current enrollment in at least six subjects of unit weight; 

3.
Citizenship


A satisfactory citizenship record with an exemplary school citizenship record 
required for holding leadership positions whether elected or appointed.  Students who have not demonstrated the required citizenship record may be excluded from running for school-wide elective office or removed from office if such record is not maintained.

These rules also apply to the last grading period preceding high school.
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As a complement to this regulation, more detailed rules may be devel​oped to govern student behavior for participation in specific or a group of activi​ties.  Such rules shall be designated as the Code of Conduct and Guide​lines for Participation for the activity(s) once such rules have been presented to the board of education for review and approval.  Different rules may be devel​oped for different activities.  Once approved, these rules will become, by refer​ence, a part of this policy.
* Some courses, such as music and speech, are credit courses which also have elements of co-curricular activities as a part of the course.  If participa​tion in the activity component of a course (band trips, speech contests, etc.) is part of the requirement for a grade in a course, then the activity compo​nent will be subject to the same participation procedures and requirements as any other requirement of a credit course and will not be subject to the rules and regulations governing activities. 


Application of Activity Rules and Regulations
Rules of conduct for participation in activities shall apply to all regular and special education students.


Grade Point Calculation
A standard procedure for grade point calculation will be followed for grades nine (9) through twelve (12).  The resulting grades point calculation pro​cedure will apply to official class rankings as well as activity eligibility.  Letter grades will be assigned number values as follows:      A = 4; B = 3; C = 2; D = 1; F = 0; incomplete = 0.  When an incomplete grade is changed, the grade point average shall be computed.  "Incomplete" is not a passing grade.  When an incomplete is received, a stu​dent will have one grading period (9 week period) to complete the requirement necessary to receive a final grade.  If the incomplete work is not completed in the prescribed time the work not completed will be graded as a "0".  The "0" will then be averaged with other class work in accordance with the appropriate weight of the incomplete work and the final official grade 
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recorded.  If there are extenuating circumstances, the student may appeal for a longer time period to complete the work but in no circumstance shall the make-up period extend be​yond one academic semester unless the student is physically or mentally inca​pacitated.

A student's grade point average shall be computed as follows:

1. Assign the appropriate number value (see above) to each semester grade for each course of semester or longer length;

2.  For courses receiving less than one-half total credit, assign the ap​propriate number values and then multiply by the fractional value of a total credit ;  

3. Add total point values and divide by the total semester equivalent units of credit completed.

The resulting number will be the accumulative grade point.

EXAMPLE:  A student has completed 5 full units of credit, one course with one-half unit credit and one course with one-fourth unit  credit.  Calculate the grade point as follows:

Plus and minus marks shall be ignored in computing the grade point average.
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Participation--Junior High Activities
Both achievement and conduct will be considered in determining student activity eligibility.   On a weekly basis, cumulative eligibility will be reported by teachers on a report form provided by the building principal.  The following guidelines will be used:

1.  The student must demonstrate, on a weekly basis, satisfactory be​havior in the class, at school activities, and in general school deportment.

2.  The student's cumulative academic performance and citizenship for any part of a grading period (nine week period) must meet regulation re​quirements.


The test for activity eligibility shall be determined as follows:  


1)  Students not demonstrating a cumulative passing grade in a core curricular class at the assigned time for reporting by the teacher will be awarded a score of three.  



2)  An unsatis​factory behavior record in any class or activity will be awarded a score of one.  


3) Any combination of scores from all classes which adds to three will result in the student's ineligibility to participate in school activities for the next week.  The starting and ending days for this period of ineligibility will be established by the building principal and shall remain consistent for the school year.

Should a student be determined by the principal to be ineligible for ac​tivity participation, parents will be notified in writing or by phone of the action taken and the reason(s).  Such notice shall be provided prior to the next sched​uled activity in which the student normally would be scheduled to participate.

As a complement to this regulation, more detailed rules may be devel​oped to govern student behavior for participation in specific activities.  Such rules shall be designated as the Code of Conduct and Guidelines for Activity Participation for the activity(s) once such rules have been presented to the board of education for review and approval.  Once approved, these rules will become, by reference, a part of this policy.
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Some courses, such as music, are considered academic courses but also have elements of co-curricular activities as a part of the course.  If participation in the activity component of a course (band trips, group public presentations, etc.) is part of the requirement for a grade in a course, then the activity compo​nent will be subject to the same participation procedures and requirements as any other requirement of a regular academic course and will not be subject to the rules and regulations governing activities. 

Application of Activity Rules and Regulations
Rules of conduct for participation in activities shall apply to all regular and special education students.



Interscholastic Activities and Athletics Director

The superintendent or designated representative shall develop qualifications and duties for a position to be entitled as "athletic/activity director."  Responsibility of the director shall include but not be limited to the following:  organizing, planning, coordinating, administering all interscholastic athletics; arranging for transportation for all teams; participating in league meetings together with the superintendent and all coaches; preparing athletic/activity budgets; and preparing contracts with game officials and evaluating on an annual basis all district athletic/activity programs and coaches.
