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As a part of a student activity, students may be provided the opportunity to participate in board of education approved special camps (summer music, cheer leaders, athletic, etc.) or other club or volunteer class activities involving considerable school district cost for participation.  Special restrictions may be included as a condition of participation.
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The following guidelines will be followed when students participate in activities covered by this policy:

1) 
Students and parents will be provided, in a timely manner, with all necessary information about the activity, including the dates of participation, cost to be covered by the district, personal financial support required, registration dates, special clothing and other required materials, travel requirement and such other information as may reasonably affect a decision regarding participation;

2)  Parents and the student will be notified of the cut-off date for making a decision for participation;

3) 
A formal notice which defines the conditions of participation will be provided for the parents and student.  This notice must be signed by the student and parent(s) and returned to appropriate school officials.  The formal notice will contain, at minimum, the information contained in #1 above along with a statement that, if the student withdraws from participation for any unexcused reason, he/she will be required to reimburse the district for any direct or indirect costs which can not be recovered through refunds of any advance payments made.  Students will be notified of the last date on which withdrawal can be made for reasons other than those excused.  Excused reasons for non-participation will 
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include sickness, death within the student's family and other such legitimate reasons as may be approved by the principal. Such reasons as student job requirement or other family controllable activities will not be considered legitimate excuses for the purpose of waiving reimbursement to the district as these concerns should be considered prior to the commitment by parents and student to participate.

4) 
These regulations will apply to activities which involve voluntary participation as well as those associated with required participation as a condition of participating in the controlling activity.

Students who fail to meet the conditions of this regulation may be denied further participation in school athletics or other school activities which are not a part of the basic academic curriculum.

It is recognized that these requirements may seem rigid but there is no middle ground where personal responsibility is a concern.  The students and parents should give careful consideration to the responsibilities implied by a commitment to participate in activities which could result in costs to the district which are not recoverable.  Students who take such responsibility lightly must understand at the outset that their actions may jeopardize their privilege to represent the school in any activity which requires and assumes personal responsibility.
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
